 Using the blessed chalk mark the lintel of your front door (or front porch step) as follows:                                       

20 + C + M + B + 19 while saying: 

The three Wise Men, Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar followed the star of God’s Son who became           
human two thousand and eighteen years ago.  
May Christ bless our home and remain with us throughout the new year. Amen 

Then offer the following prayer: Visit, O blessed Lord, this home with the gladness of your presence. 

Bless all who live or visit here with the gift of your love; and grant that we may manifest your love to each other and to all whose lives we 

touch. May we grow in grace and in the knowledge and love of you; guide, comfort, and strengthen us in peace, O Jesus Christ, now and 

forever. Amen 

“Chalking the door” is a way to celebrate and literally mark the occasion of the Epiphany and God’s blessing of our lives and home. With 

time the chalk will fade. As it does we let the meaning of the symbols written sink into the depths of our heart and be manifest in our words 

and actions. 

Feast of the Epiphany blessing - We invite you to adopt this custom in your family: 

The family gathers to ask God’s blessing on their home and on those who live in or visit the home. It is an invitation for Jesus to be a daily 
guest in our home, our comings and goings, our conversations, our work and play, our joys and sorrows. A traditional way of doing this is to 
use chalk to write above the home’s entrance, 20 + C + M + B + 19. The letters C, M, B have two meanings. They are the initials of the   
traditional names of the three magi: Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar. They also abbreviate the Latin words Christus Mansionem Benedicat, 
“May Christ bless the house.” The “+” signs represent the cross and 2019 is the year.

After their audience with the king they set out. 
And behold, the star that they had seen at its rising preceded them, until it came and stopped over the place where the child was. 
They were overjoyed at seeing the star, and on entering the house they saw the child with Mary his mother. 
They prostrated themselves and did him homage. 
Then they opened their treasures and offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. 
And having been warned in a dream not to return to Herod,  

they departed for their country by another way. Mt 2:1-12

Frankincense for worship, loving 
God on the first day and living faithfully in every 
situation. Myrrh for burial, honoring the death 
and resurrection of Christ, and union in hope of

·   Expand funding for retired priestsô pension

needs: a) Retiring the debt of the heating/cooling system, b) replacing church 
carpeting, and c) leadership training for Catechesis of the Good Shepherd and 
other catechesis.
