Stations of the Cross: The 14 Stations of the Cross represent events from  
Jesusô passion and death. At each station we use our senses and our imagination 
to   reflect prayerfully upon Jesusô suffering, Death, and Resurrection. 

1.   Jesus Is Condemned to Death.  

      Pontius Pilate condemns Jesus to death. 

2. Jesus Takes Up His Cross.  

    Jesus willingly accepts and patiently bears his cross.  

3. Jesus Falls the First Time. 

    Weakened by torments and by loss of blood, Jesus falls beneath his cross. 

4. Jesus Meets His Sorrowful Mother. 

    Jesus meets his mother, Mary, who is filled with grief. 

5. Simon of Cyrene Helps Jesus Carry the Cross. 

    Soldiers force Simon of Cyrene to carry the cross. 

6. Veronica Wipes the Face of Jesus. 

    Veronica steps through the crowd to wipe the face of Jesus. 

7. Jesus Falls a Second Time. 

    Jesus falls beneath the weight of the cross a second time. 

8. Jesus Meets the Women of Jerusalem. Jesus tells the women to weep                    

     not for him but for themselves and for their children. 

9. Jesus Falls the Third Time. 

    Weakened almost to the point of death, Jesus falls a third time. 

10. Jesus Is Stripped of His Garments. 

      The soldiers strip Jesus of his garments, treating him as a common criminal. 

11. Jesus Is Nailed to the Cross. 

      Jesusô hands and feet are nailed to the cross. 

12. Jesus Dies on the Cross. 

       After suffering greatly on the cross, Jesus bows his head and dies. 

13. Jesus Is Taken Down From the Cross. 

      The lifeless body of Jesus is tenderly placed in the arms of Mary, his mother. 

14. Jesus Is Laid in the Tomb. Jesusô disciples place his body in the tomb. 

      The closing prayerðsometimes included as a 15th stationðreflects on the  

       Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

  1 $350 scholarship given at the choice of the Parish Priest.  Students need to fill 
out the KC scholarship application for these scholarships their senior year of high 
school or once they enter a university or vocational school. Payment is given 
once they finish their first semester at a post- secondary institution and are          
registered for their second semester. Proof of both are required. Recipients can 
only qualify for only 1 merit based scholarship. The son/daughter of a KC Little 
Flower member can also earn 1 merit based scholarship as well.    
   Merit-based scholarships would be determined by a committee of the following  
individuals: Parish Priest, Grand Knight, Scholarship Committee Chairman, and 
Coordinator of Faith Formations. If any of the individuals have a conflict of interest 

a replacement from the Knights would be appointed by the Parish Priest.

Lent is our deeper entry into Godôs grace and mercy.  
 

¶ Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory 

days of fasting and abstinence for Catholics: No 

eating between meals-one light meal only. 

¶ Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of absti-

nence from eating meat.  

¶ The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 

until age 59.  

¶ When fasting, eat one full meal, & two small meals that together are 

not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from 
meat are binding upon members of the Catholic Church from age 14 

onwards. 

The whole 40 days until Easter, excluding Sunday celebrating the Lordôs 

resurrection are days of repenting from sin, loving sacrifice, joining our 

lives to Jesus as he carries his cross. 

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter 
Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the 
suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to 
share more fully and to celebrate more readily his Resurrection. 

 

¶ Thank you to those who prepared for the veneration of the St. John 
Vianney relic, especially the national and local Knights of                       

Columbus. God has blessed us in a wonderful way. 

¶  What does one do with a blessing? Live faith, do charity, inspire       

others to hope, as the saint reflects the light of Christ. 

¶ I am grateful for the life and intercession of St. John. What I have 
learned recently raises my sights for the holiness and heroic         

discipleship of Jesus to which we are called. 

¶ This Lent, I urge you to be more thorough in your nightly            
examination of conscience: donôt lie to God or to yourself. Be ready 
to receive the Lordôs gift of mercy. Make yourself ready for the         
sacrament of  reconciliation, sometime on your own or at the parish 
penance service on Thursday, April 4th. Do penance for your sins, 

and the offenses against our Lord. 

¶ Adore Jesus in the Eucharist. The source of St. Johnôs vigor and 

perseverance was love of Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. 

¶ Pray for our young people as they discern their vocation from God. 
Some are being called to priestly life; pray for their courage to           

respond. 

¶ In the West River Catholic this month is listed the names of clergy 
who have been credibly accused of sexual abuse over the last sixty 
years. Pray in reparation for such sin, and that our bishops today 

put in place ways of justice and transparency:  

ñMerciful Jesus, be our Mediator with Your heavenly Father, whom we 
have so grievously offended. Help us amend our ways. As Your Sacred 
Heart is our refuge when we have sinned, so let it be the strength and 

support in repentance and reparation. You have promised that nothing in 

life or death shall ever separate us from You. Amen.ò

Christ's 
faithful 'have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires' (Gal. 
5:24) ... Detachment from riches is necessary for entering the Kingdom 
of heaven. "I want to see God" expresses the true desire of man. Thirst

All priests, deacons, and adult lay 
employees, as well as adult volunteers who work with children, young people, 
and vulnerable adults must pass a background check and complete the Adult 
Safe Environment Training process. All children and young people involved in

-appropriate Safe Environment Training. The Victim Assistance Coordinator 
(VAC) is Barbara Scherr who can be contacted by calling the VAC cell phone  
605-209-3418. All information will be treated confidentially. Alleged victims are 
advised of their right to report alleged abuse to civil authorities. In accordance 
with diocesan policy, all allegations of sexual misconduct involving children or 
young people and priests, deacons, lay employees, or volunteers serving the 
Diocese of Rapid City will be investigated by the diocesan attorney.

Virtually every one of us will care for a loved one at some time in our life.  Though 
rewarding, itôs not always easy. Nourish for Caregivers is for anyone juggling the 
challenges of everyday life, health, career and caring for an aging parent, spouse 
or grandparent, in town or at a distance.  Nourish provides caregivers a faith 
perspective, as well as practical and emotional supports, useful tools, and shared 
experience. The final 4 sessions of Nourish for Caregivers will cover the

To quote Catholic doctrine, the Catechism states in #1467 
"Given the delicacy and greatness of this ministry and the re-
spect due to persons, the Church declares that every priest who 
hears confessions is bound under very severe penalties to keep 
absolute secrecy regarding the sins that his penitents have con-
fessed to him. He can make no use of knowledge that confession 
gives him about penitents' lives. This secret, which admits of no 
exceptions, is called the "sacramental seal," because what the 
penitent has made known to the priest remains "sealed" by the 
sacrament."  
   CǊΦ wƻƴ ǎŀȅǎ, 'To clarify: a priest confessor may never reveal 
what is heard in confession. The one who confesses may talk of 
their experience.'
