First Day - (Good Friday) Today bring Me all mankind,                
                                            especially all sinners.

We beg this of You by Your love which unites You 
to the Father and the Holy Spirit. Eternal Father, turn Your merciful 
gaze upon all mankind and especially upon poor sinners, all enfold-
ed in the Most Compassionate Heart of Jesus. For the sake of His 
Sorrowful Passion show us Your mercy, that we may praise the 
omnipotence of Your mercy forever and ever. Amen. 

 

Second – (Holy Saturday) Today Bring Me the Souls of Priests and Religious. 
     Most Merciful Jesus, from whom comes all that is good, increase Your grace in us, that 
we may perform worthy works of mercy, and that all who see us may glorify the Father of 
Mercy who is in heaven. Eternal Father, turn Your merciful gaze upon the company [of 
chosen souls] in Your vineyard - upon the souls of priests and religious; and endow them 
with the strength of Your blessing.
