On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were
locked, where the disciples were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came
and stood in their midst and said to them, "Peace be with you."
When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side.
The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them
again, "Peace be with you.
As the Father has sent me, so | send you." And when he had said
this, he breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy
it Spirit.

Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them
when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to him, "We have
2 seen the Lord."

8 But he said to them, "Unless | see the mark of the nails in his hands
and put my finger into the nail marks and put my hand into his side,
[ will not believe."

Now a week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was
with them.

Jesus came, although the doors were locked, and stood in their
midst and said, "Peace be with you." Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my
side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe." Thomas answered, "My Lord and my God!"

Jesus said to him, "Have you come to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed."

Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this book. But these are written that you may come to believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through this belief you may have life in his name. Jn 20:19-31
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Divine Mercy knows how to pardon even the most serious sins, and in doing so it moves the faithful to perceive a
supernatural, not merely psychological, sorrow for their sins so that, ever with the help of divine grace, they may make a
firm resolution not to sin any more. Such spiritual dispositions undeniably follow upon the forgiveness of mortal sin when
the faithful fruitfully receive the sacrament of Penance or repent of their sin with an act of perfect charity and perfect
contrition, with the resolution to receive the Sacrament of Penance as soon as they can.

Pope John Paul Il instituted the offer of a plenary indulgence (remission of all temporal punishment due to sin, up to
that point of life for oneself, or full remission for a soul in purgatory) offering great spiritual fruit to the faithful. Carry out
these practices:

Within the 15 days of Divine Mercy Sunday:

« Make a sacramental confession.
« Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of the Pope as he leads the church.
« Completely detach from the affection for sin, even a venial sin.

« Take part in the prayers and devotions held in honor of Divine Mercy, or who, in the presence of the Blessed
Sacrament exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a devout prayer:
such as: Merciful Jesus, | trust in you!

For those who cannot go to church or the seriously ill, do the same on Sunday, with the intent of communing within 2
weeks.

Divine Mercy Sunday

This Feast emerged from the very depths of
My mercy, and it is confirmed in the vast
depths of My tender mercies... It is My
desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the
first Sunday after Easter...| desire that the
Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all
souls, and especially for poor sinners. On
that day the very depths of My tender mercy
are open. | pour out a whole ocean of graces
upon those souls who approach the fountain

of My mercy.” (Diary of Saint Faustina:
Divine Mercy in My Soul, Poland 1931-1938)
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Thus, to fittingly observe the Feast of Mercy, we should:
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Celebrate the Feast on the Sunday after Easter;

Sincerely repent of all our sins;

Place our complete trust in Jesus;

Go to Confession, preferably before that Sunday;

Receive Holy Communion on the day of the Feast;

Venerate* the Image of The Divine Mercy. Holy Hour at St. John’s
Sunday from 3:00—4:00 pm with confession time available.

Be merciful to others, through our actions, words, and prayers on their
behalf.

*To venerate a sacred image or statue simply means to make some gesture

of deep religious respect, because of the Divine Love represents - in this case,
our Most Merciful Savior.
