In his teaching, Jesus teaches his disciples to 

pray with a purified heart, with lively and            

persevering faith, with filial boldness. He calls 

them to vigilance and invites them to present 

their petitions to God in his name. Jesus Christ 

himself answers prayers addressed to him. 

 

Jesus said: "I am the good shepherd. 

A good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. 

A hired man, who is not a shepherd and whose sheep are not his own,                            

sees a wolf coming and leaves the sheep and runs away,                                                           

and the wolf catches and scatters them. 

This is because he works for pay and has no concern for the sheep. 

I am the good shepherd, and I know mine and mine know me, 

just as the Father knows me and I know the Father; 

and I will lay down my life for the sheep. 

I have other sheep that do not belong to this fold. 

These also I must lead, and they will hear my voice, 

and there will be one flock, one shepherd. 

This is why the Father loves me, 

because I lay down my life in order to take it up again. 

No one takes it from me, but I lay it down on my own. 

I have power to lay it down, and power to take it up again. 

This command I have received from my Father." Jn 10:11-18

   Read John 20:1-18 with “Bridegroom/Bride” in mind.  We find a mourning 
Mary Magdalene at the tomb.  Her grief is intensified when she discovers 
that the tomb of Jesus is empty and his body has disappeared.  In haste, 
she alerts the apostles, and Peter with John have a foot race to the tomb to 
confirm her words. After seeing the empty tomb, the apostles return to the 
place where they were staying, but Mary remains, inconsolable.  Weeping, 
she bends to look in the tomb again.  The tomb is no longer empty.  Two 
angel attendants are now visible, question her about her tears, and then 
someone stirs behind her: a gardener.  We don’t have any details about 
what he may have been doing, but I like to imagine Jesus was pruning a 
grape vine (John 15). 
 

In the conversation that follows, Jesus’s identity is first concealed and then 
revealed by a single word, “Mary.”  Hearing her name, tenderly voiced by 
the Good Shepherd (John 10:27), she cries in response “Rabboni!” (which 
means Teacher).  Then He said to her, “Do not hold me, for I have not yet 
ascended to the Father; but go to my brethren and say to them, I am          
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God”. It’s 
one of my favorite moments in the Gospels: a disciple and her resurrected 
teacher.
