      Apostolate of Fatimaôs U.S. Tour for 
Peace, marking the 100th Anniversary of the 
apparitions of Our Lady at Fatima, Portugal, 

is coming to the Diocese of Rapid City.                                                                        

   The International Pilgrim Virgin           
Statue has been taken to more than 100 
countries.  The tour, sponsored by the World 
Apostolate of   Fatima, USA (The Blue Ar-
my), launched from the National Blue Army 
Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima, Diocese of Metuchen, NJ, March 
20-21, 2016, to coincide with the start of the centenary               
celebrations at the Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima in Portugal 
where Pope Francis is expected to visit in May. The statue will 
travel to    parishes, schools, military chapels, and other venues 
along the tour, with programming and Masses, confession, talks 

on Fatima, holy hours, adoration, rosaries & veneration. 

   The statue was sculpted in 1947 by José Thedim reflecting the 
precise instructions of Sister Lucia (the surviving seer at Fati-
ma). Her desire was that the pilgrim image represent Our Ladyôs 
position when she revealed  herself as the Immaculate Heart to
